Grants Policy, Long-Term Plan and Annual Plan.

12. Coordinate and make decisions on proposals for the distribution of Council funding and funding
provided to Council for public art, recreational and community facilities, and amenities.rovide direction
on strategic priorities and resourcing for community infrastructure aligned to city’s overall
development and oversight of strategic projects associated with those activities.

13. Develop policy, approve, and monitor implementation of plans and strategies in relation to the
performance of Council’s investments in the Domain Endowment Fund Policy and strategic property.

14. Develop policy, approve strategies and plans for the sustainable use of Hamilton’s natural resources,
and to monitor their implementation as identified in these terms of reference.

15. Develop policy, approve strategies and plans for Council’s corporate environmental sustainability, and
to monitor their implementation.

16. Develop policy, approve strategies and plans for Council’s biodiversity, and to monitor their
implementation.
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17. Develop and approve policy and plans for community-based events, and to monitor their
implementation.

18. Facilitate community and stakeholder involvement and discussion on community infrastructure,
community safety, arts and community wellbeing matters.

19. Develop policy, approve, and monitor implementation of plans and strategies in relation to
homelessness and housing affordability.

The Committee is delegated the following powers to act:

Approval of Reserve Management Plans.

Performing the Council’s functions, powers, and duties (excluding those matters reserved to the
Council by law, by resolution of the Council or as otherwise delegated by Council) under the Burial
and Cremation Act 1964 and the Reserves Act 1977.

Approval of purchase or disposal of land for parks and reserves required for designated works or
other purposes within the Committee’s area of responsibility which exceeds the Chief Executive’s
delegations and is in accordance with the Annual Plan or Long-Term Plan.

Approval of applications for Council projects suitable for funding through contestable and
philanthropic sources.

Approval of funding for recreational and community facilities and amenities in accordance with the
Long-Term Plan.

Approval of public art proposals put forward by the community and/or Council in accordance with
the Public Art Development Process and approved budget.

Approval of the Heritage Fund grant allocation in line with the Heritage Plan.

Approval of matters determined by the Committee within its Terms of Reference.

Approval of acquisition or sale or lease of properties owned by the Domain Endowment Fund
consistent with the Domain Endowment Fund Policy, for any endowment properties. Note that if
the Mayor and Chair consider that a final decision is more appropriately made by the Council due
to its significance, they may direct that and the decision remains recommendatory, requiring
ratification by the Council.

Report Status Open

Purpose - Take

1. To inform the Community Committee on submissions received through public consultation on
the proposed amendments to the Public Places Bylaw 2016 and the Trading in Public Places
Policy.

Staff Recommendation - Tuutohu-aa-kaimabhi
2. That the Community Committee:
a) receives the report;

b) hears and considers public submissions arising from the public consultation undertaken
from 24 February to 24 March 2026; and

c) notes that a Deliberations and Adoption report that includes feedback from the
consultation and hearings will be brought back to the 27 August 2026 Community
Committee Meeting.

Executive Summary - Whakaraapopototanga matua

3. Council has undertaken a coordinated review of the Public Places Bylaw 2016 and the Trading
in Public Places Policy as part of a broader programme to ensure its regulatory framework for
public spaces remains effective and fit for purpose.

4, The review sought to improve clarity, reduce unnecessary compliance costs, and
support appropriate use and activation of public places while maintaining safety, accessibility,
and public amenity.

5. Public consultation on the proposed amendments was undertaken between 24 February and
24 March 2024. A total of 95 submissions were received, with overall strong support for
continuing both the bylaw and the policy with the proposed amendments.

Submitters identified benefits including reduced administrative burden for
businesses and increased vibrancy for the city, particularly in the central city.

6. Submitters who raised concerns focused primarily on the proposed allowance for amplified
sound for buskers and potential impacts on accessibility and pedestrian use of public spaces.

7. Staff consider there are no known risks associated with the decision required for this matter as
outlined in the report.
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Background - Koorero whaimaarama

As part of a broader programme to ensure Council’s regulatory frameworks remain fit for
purpose, Council initiated a review of key bylaws and policies that regulate behaviour, trading,
and activities in public spaces.

At its meeting on 30 April 2025, Council agreed to commence a staged review of four
regulatory instruments. These included:

i. Safety in Public Places Bylaw 2020;

ii.  Public Places Bylaw 2016 (and Trading in Public Places Policy);
iii.  Alcohol Control Bylaw 2015; and

iv. Waste Minimisation Bylaw 2019.

Council resolved that the reviews of the Public Places Bylaw 2016, the Safety in Public Places
Bylaw 2020, and the Trading in Public Places Policy would commence first, recognising their
interconnected function in managing use of public spaces. The reviews of the Alcohol Control
Bylaw 2015 and the Waste Minimisation Bylaw 2019 were deferred to 2026 to align with
related policy work, including the Local Alcohol Policy and the Waste Minimisation Policy.

A coordinated review was subsequently undertaken of the Safety in Public Places Bylaw 2020,
the Public Places Bylaw 2016, and the Trading in Public Places Policy Collectively, these
documents form Council’s core regulatory framework for managing behaviour, trading activity,
signage, and other uses of public places.

At its meeting on 28 August 2025, Council considered the outcomes of the initial review work
and resolved to consult on proposed amendments to all three documents. This reflected
Council’s intention at that time to progress consultation on a package of related

regulatory instruments governing public space use.

Decision to pause Safety in Public Places Bylaw 2020 Review

In November 2025, central government signalled it was considering legislative measures to
address antisocial behaviour, including potential amendments to introduce move-on powers
under the Summary Offences Act.

As the proposed legislative changes overlapped with matters addressed in the Safety in Public
Places Bylaw, staff recommended pausing that review to avoid duplication, unnecessary
consultation costs, and the risk of misalignment with future statutory powers.

In February 2026, the Government confirmed its intention to proceed with amendments to the
Summary Offences Act. As there is no confirmed timeline for enactment, the review of the
Safety in Public Places Bylaw has been deferred until the final form of the legislation is known.

The reviews of the Public Places Bylaw 2016 and the Trading in Public Places Policy have
continued independently, as these instruments primarily regulate trading, signage, and the use
of space in public places, rather than behavioural control matters that may be affected by
legislative change.

Discussion — Matapaki

Consultation on the proposed amendments to the Public Places Bylaw 2016 and the Trading in
Public Places Policy took place between 24 February and 24 March 2024.

19. The consultation sought feedback on a package of proposed changes aimed at improving
clarity, reducing unnecessary compliance, and ensuring trading and related activities in public
places are well managed, accessible, and consistent across the city. An overview of proposed
amendments is provided in Attachment 1.

20.  Asurvey was made available on the Have Your Say website and promoted via media releases,
public notices, social media, Antenno notifications, central-city signage, and targeted
stakeholder emails. Hard copy survey forms were also available at libraries and the Council
building. A summary of the proposal and submitted feedback is available on the Council
website.

Submissions

21. Council received a total of 95 submissions, submitted through the Have Your Say platform and
via hard copy. A detailed analysis of all submitter feedback is provided in Attachment 2.

22.  Five submitters requested to be heard in support of their submissions.
Trading in Public Places Bylaw

23. Respondents were asked whether they supported continuing the Bylaw with or without
proposed amendments:

i. 66 respondents (69%) supported Option 1: continue the bylaw with the proposed
amendments;

ii. 16 respondents (17%) partially supported Option 1;

iii. 4 respondents (4%) supported Option 2: continue the bylaw unchanged;

iv. 2 respondents (2%) partially supported Option 2; and

v. 4 respondents (4%) did not support either option.

Trading in Public Places Policy

24.  Respondents were asked whether they supported continuing the Policy with or without the
proposed amendments:

i. 67 respondents (70%) supported Option 1: continue the policy with the proposed
amendments;

ii. 10 respondents (10%) partially supported Option 1;

iii. 4 respondents (4%) supported Option 2: continue the bylaw unchanged,;

iv. 0 respondents partially supported Option 2; and

v. 5respondents (5%) did not support either option.

Support for the proposed amendments to Bylaw and Policy

25. The key themes raised by respondents who supported the proposed amendments were as
follows:

Reducing barriers and compliance costs for businesses

26. Respondents strongly supported the proposed amendments due to their potential to reduce
unnecessary costs and administrative burden, particularly for small businesses, sole traders,
and hospitality operators. Changes such as the removal of insurance
requirements, simplified signage rules, and streamlined permits were seen as practical and
supportive in the current economic context.
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Supporting city vibrancy and activation

27. Many respondents emphasised the importance of creating more active, welcoming, and
vibrant public spaces. Trading, outdoor dining, markets, and busking were widely seen as
contributing to the character and attractiveness of the central city, with the amendments
viewed as enabling greater cultural and commercial activity.

Maintaining safety, accessibility, and amenity through conditions

28.  While generally supportive of reduced regulation, respondents emphasised the need
to maintain appropriate safeguards. Key matters included managing noise, ensuring
footpaths remain accessible (particularly for disabled users), and maintaining oversight of
signage, food safety, and waste.

Partial support and/or opposition to amendments

29. Respondents who partially supported or opposed the amendments raised the
following concerns:

Amplified sound for busking

30. The most common concern related to allowing the use of amplified sound for busking.
Respondents cited potential noise impacts on nearby workers, businesses, residents,
and individuals with sensory sensitivities, particularly in the central city and Garden Place.

Accessibility and pedestrian priority

31. Respondents emphasised that footpaths should remain safe and accessible, with clear and
unobstructed routes. Concerns focused on the placement of sighage and outdoor dining and
the need for consistent enforcement of continuous clearway standards.

Strategic direction

32. Some respondents considered that the proposed amendments did not go far enough to
meaningfully support hospitality, retail, or city centre activation.

Next steps

33.  ADeliberations report will be presented to the Community Committee on 27 August 2026. The
report will address any matters raised during the hearing and seek a decision on the proposed
amendments to the Public Places Bylaw 2016 and the Trading in Public Places Policy.

Options — Koowhiringa

34. There are no options for the Committee to consider. Verbal submissions are an essential part
of consultation required by legislation. Options will be presented to Members at the 27 August
Community Committee Meeting.

Financial Considerations — Whaiwhakaaro Puutea

35. Thisis a regular operating activity funded through the Long-Term Plan.

36. The costs incurred to date are covered within current operational budgets. The costs
associated with the consultation are approximately $2,000 and this includes design, public
notice, media placements, signage, and printing. There is also an additional 150 hours of staff
time.

Legal Considerations - Whaiwhakaaro-aa-ture

37.  Staff confirm that staff recommendation complies with the Council’s legal and policy
requirements.
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Risks — Tuuraru

38. There are no known risks associated with the decision to hear and consider submissions on the
matter. However, the Trading in Public Places Bylaw review is legislatively required, and timely
progression is important to meet statutory obligations.

Strategic Considerations - Whaiwhakaaro-aa- rautaki

39. Everything we do is aimed at improving the wellbeing of Hamiltonians. Council has been
working alongside our community to understand what people in our city want the future of
Hamilton Kirikiriroa to look like as represented by our five priorities.

40. The promotion of the social, economic, environmental, and cultural wellbeing of communities
in the present and for the future is expressed through Council’s key strategies.

Hamilton City Council is considering minor amendments to the Trading in Public Places
Bylaw and Policy to improve clarity, consistency, and effectiveness, and to ensure they
reflect current trading practices and community expectations.

We invited feedback to understand how these proposed changes may affect traders,
residents, businesses, and community organisations, and to ensure the bylaw and policy
appropriately balance economic activity, public amenity, accessibility, and fairness in

public spaces.
The consultation was live from 24 February - 24 March.

We received a total of 95 submissions - from 88 individuals and 5 representatives of
organisations. A further 2 respondents did not indicate whether their submission was
made on behalf of an individual or organisation.

Waterworld upgrades

The refreshed recovery and fitness spaces at Waterworld have been extremely well received by the
community since reopening on 20 April. In just under a month, more than 10,291 customers have used the
upgraded spaces, with 267 new memberships signed up representing 14% net membership growth, and
more than 500 customers already taking part in the new reformer pilates classes. These early figures
demonstrate the strong demand for modern, accessible recreation and wellness facilities in our city.

The upgrades mark the final stage of Waterworld’s multistage renewal project, which included larger sauna
and steam spaces, a new cold plunge pool, upgraded recovery areas, and a dedicated reformer pilates
studio. The project also addressed fire damage sustained in 2022 while modernising aging facilities to
better meet the needs of Hamilton’s growing population.

Community feedback has been overwhelmingly positive, particularly around the modern look and feel of
the refreshed areas but importantly, these upgrades are about more than aesthetics. Waterworld plays a
significant role in supporting community wellbeing, rehabilitation, fitness, and social connection, with
around 400,000 visits annually. The renewed spaces help ensure the facility continues to meet the needs of
a growing and diverse community while providing inclusive options for recreation, recovery, and active
lifestyles.

Animal Control Visit

As Chair of Dog Control Hearings, | recently organised a visit for elected members to Hamilton City Council’s
Animal Education and Control facility. It was an extremely valuable and eye-opening opportunity for
Councillors Mesh, Anna, Sarah, Robbie and Leo who came along to better understand both the scale of the
work undertaken by the team and the growing pressures they face.
